
 
 

 
Tatiana McWethy was born in Ukraine in the town of Berditchev in 1967.  
Even as a child her artistic talent was apparent as she won several prizes 
in exhibitions in Hungary, Romania and Czechoslovakia between 1972 
and 1975, thus distinguishing herself even before reaching the age of 
ten.  In 1979 she joined the Berditchev School of Art, and then in 
1982 she was accepted into the Zheleznogorsky Art College in Russia, 
graduating in 1986.   
 

After finishing college she moved to Saint Petersburg to 
study art at the best school of realism in Russia, the Saint 
Petersburg Academy of Art.  Since 1987 her sole source of 
income has been her professional work fulfilling various art 
commissions.  Around 1995 she expanded her artistic 
experience and began learning the difficult work of restoring 
old damaged icons.  "Before" and "after" pictures of the 
icons she has restored can be seen in her art portfolio on 
display at Not of This World Icons (553 Mendocino Ave., 
Santa Rosa).   
 
Tatiana also paints (writes) her own icons following the 
examples of many of the master iconographers from 
Russia's past.  Some of the original icons she has "written" 
are located in the icon collections of the following churches 
in St. Petersburg: The Church of the Annunciation, the 
Church of the Protection of the Mother of God, and the 
Chapel dedicated to St. Olga.  In 1996 she had a solo 
exhibition in the Kotchubey Palace located at Tsarskoe 
Selo.  Her icons, portraits and other paintings are currently 
displayed in private collections in Russia, Europe and the 
United States. 
 
In 2006, Tatiana moved to the United States where she is 
currently living with her husband in the town of Sonoma, 
CA. 
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
